A: Since 1964, SCORE has been the premier small
business mentoring service in the U.S. The nonprofit
association has 354 chapters nationwide and more than
13,000 working and retired business experts who
volunteer their time, talents and expertise to help small
business entrepreneurs succeed in starting and growing
their businesses.

How does SCORE help small businesses?
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: SCORE volunteers provide free mentoring to small
business entrepreneurs on a wide range of business
topics—everything from how to write a business plan,
how to arrange funding and manage cash flow, to how
to develop effective marketing and Web-based retailing.
Business owners can access SCORE via free, ongoing
face-to-face mentoring sessions, low-cost local
workshops and online expert resources, including free
online workshops, business tools and templates, and
mentoring via email.
